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Where possible, the coding system of the Milton Keynes Archaeological Unit type-

series (e.g. Mynard and Zeepvat 1992; Zeepvat et al. 1994).  A number of fabrics are 

not present in the MKAU type-series, but are common in Oxfordshire.  In those cases, 

the codes used are of the Oxfordshire types-series (Mellor 1994).
